– our Get Floored! campaign allowed 

us to finish the flooring in our rehearsal 

studios.  Deerfoot Carpet installed 

subfloors and lovely clean and 

comfortable laminate in both our 

studios, and The Glass Guild donated 

mirrors, so we have mirrors in Studio A! 

 

These improvements make rehearsing 

much more comfortable – especially 

for rehearsing choreography (like you 

will see in The Gondoliers.) 

 

There is always more to do! We have 

lots of ideas on how to improve the 

space.  For example, we still need to 

install flooring in the hallways, make a 

kitchenette in the volunteer lounge, 

purchase (or find a donated) photo-

copier and many other small projects. 

2012-2013 has been an extremely busy year 

on the rental front!  The word is getting out 

that Morpheus Rehearsal Centre is becoming 

the go-to rehearsal spot for one-off, short 

term, long term and small scale rehearsing!
